Focus on geographic 

areas, languages, and 

fields of study critical 

to U.S. interests and 

underrepresented in 

study abroad. 

Undergrad awards: 
Up to $20,000 in 

funding (based on the 

length of time Boren 

Fellows plan to spend 

overseas and the cost 

of the program). 

 

Grad students: 
Visit Boren site. 

Undergrad awards: 

U.S. citizen; high school graduate 

(or GED); must be enrolled as an 

undergraduate for the entire 

award period; applying to study 

abroad program outside Western 

Europe, Canada, Australia, or 

New Zealand. 

 

Grad student awards:

Must be a U.S. citizen and either 

a senior at or a recent graduate of 

one of the foundation’s member 

schools. At the time of award, 

student must be 19 – 26 years old 

and have a bachelor’s degree in 

hand.

Must be a U.S. citizen and a 

graduating senior, current grad 

student, or alumni (up to 3 years 

post-graduation).

Full-cost awards for 

graduate study in any 

field at the University 

of Cambridge. 

Must be a citizen of any country 

outside of the United Kingdom. 

Evidence of leadership potential 

and a commitment to improving 

the lives of others.

One- or two-year 

awards that cover 

university fees,

Must be a U.S. citizen with an 

undergraduate degree from a U.S. 

university (when the fellowship 

period begins) within the past two 

years, with a minimum 3.7 grade 

point average.

Prepares eligible 

juniors and seniors for 

graduate study leading 

to a Ph.D. 

$2,800 summer 

research stipend; 

advising support; 

graduate school 

application support. 

Minimum of 75 credits, 

competitive GPA; upper-division 

coursework in major; U.S. citizen 

or permanent resident; low-

income and first-generation 

college student.

Award covers tuition, 

housing, a $12,000 

living expenses 

stipend, and 

international travel 

for one year of 

postgraduate study. 

Must be a U.S. citizen who is a 

senior, alumni, or graduate 

student between the ages of 18 

and 30.

for two years of study 

(usually at the 

graduate level) 

All educational costs, 

a stipend, and travel 

to and from Oxford 

are paid by the 

program. 

Must be a U.S. citizen or 

permanent resident; must be 

between 18 and 24 years old; 

must have received Bachelor’s 

degree before October 1 of the 

year in which you apply; must be 

available for a personal interview 

in November. 

Paul and Daisy Soros Fellowships 

for New Americans

Americans” pursuing 

study in any degree-

granting program in 

any field at any 

university in the U.S. 

Grants for up to two 

years of graduate 

study in the U.S. 

Must be a “new American” (a 

green card holder or naturalized 

citizen if born abroad; a child of 

naturalized citizens if born in the 

U.S.—see Soros website for full 

eligibility details); must be a 

college senior in good standing or 

have a bachelor’s degree; must 

not have reached or passed your 

31st birthday. 

Harry S. Truman Scholarship

Scholarship for 

leadership in public 

policy; supports the 

study of science 

directed toward 

community service. 

Up to $30,000 

funding for 2- 3 years 

of graduate study in 

the U.S. 

Must be pursuing a bachelor’s 

degree; must be a junior at the 

time of application; must be a 

U.S. citizen or a U.S. national 

from a Pacific Island (or expect to 

receive citizenship by the time the 

scholarship is awarded); interest 

in studying public service, public 

policy, government, etc. at the 

graduate level.
